A father’s hands tell who he is and what hesddVly father’s hands were
those of a farmer’s, broad calloused hands wittktetubby fingers. His hands
were inherited from peasants who immigrated in 16€0's from Brittany,
France to Acadia which is now Nova Scotia. My egtlimemory of his hands
was him holding my hand when | was as young as years old walking
through the pasture and fields as he checked vestbck and crops. | often
told him on these walks, “I'll always love you, Oid” Years later he told me
several times how much those words meant to higrew up and was not
always the loving daughter | should have been.

There are other memories of my father's hamtts.helped me with my
homework the first three years of school as | gled) with addition and
subtraction. He wrote the problems out for me tlvesand daily explained
how to arrive at the answer. After my mother, ldsand wife, who raised me,
died he wrote letters to me in Florida until he eatim live with us. He was left
handed and passed that trait on to my son and me.

Those hands worked the farm, guided and chedrdhe team of work
horses, drove the tractor, pitched hay on a wagwhhaymow, and in later
years handled baled hay on hot summer days. Inwihier they cleaned the
barn where the animals were stabled for warmth.r Yaag, twice a day they
milked cows. Those hands took care of the aninmagsckness and injuries and
helped cows deliver their calves in daytime anthendarkness of night. When
Mother was sick he cooked and washed dishes. Hanbéis day in their
retirement years making their morning coffee.

Though he sometimes raised his hand and woiaager, he never raised a
hand in anger at God or complained. His was a Isinfgith. Having
experienced many sorrows and tragedies, he newer questioned God that |
know of, but instead trusted in God and His carei©| saw his hands in
prayer. When he prayed alone he prayed in French.

I remember Daddy's hands as loving, and thedithey were firm when he
disciplined me always to teach me right from wrome memories that are
strongest are the loving and working hands. | anthsmkful for the Daddy
who raised me and the God who gave me this Daddy.
